The purpose of this meeting was to develop a contingency plan since the state budget
had not been passed. The North Central Library District fiscal year runs from July 1-
June 30. The JV Brown Library has taken on the burden of carry the district center
because of the lack of a state budget. It is expected that the state budget will be cut at
least 10 or greater percent. Therefore, measures will need to be taken to cut district
services. It was suggested that all or part of the following services be cut from the
district budget: the district collection, staff function for collection development, travel for
district staff, rotating collection, technology upgrade, Heritage Quest, and the movie
license.
